Thank you very much indeed for asking me to review Mr Hoyte. My
professional encounter with him lasted some two and a quarter hours. |
apologize that my report which was dictated on the day | saw Mr Hoyte
has been delayed in coming to you but | have been on annual leave.

As you are aware | had postponed an earlier appointment to assess Mr
Hoyte as he had made me aware in late March 2009 that that the referral
to me had been initiated by the CAA. Mr Hoyte has appealed against
the CAA’s decision to grant him a certificate to fly all aircraft for which he
is qualified to do, whereas Mr Hoyte wishes his license to be restricted to
non-pressurised aircraft. An unrestricted certificate would have enabled
Mr Hoyte to exercise choice in the matter, which he does not want to do.

The CAA accepted that “whilst a consultant toxicologist may be reluctant
to comment on regulatory processes, the consultant toxicologist is best
placed to comment on the medical science and thus inform the
regulatory process”. The CAA recommended that "with regard to the
reports from Drs Mackenzie-Ross, Abou Donia, Jamal and Myhill", |
should be asked to "please comment on the findings and the conclusions
drawn from the findings".

In an earlier letter to you | expressed my concern that | was being asked
to comment on colleagues reports rather than to diagnose Mr Hoyte's
